POLICE REPORT


PC Laybourne presented Safe Scheme statistics for September, showing 19 crimes.  This was a decrease from previous months and it was hoped the trend would continue.  The Safe Scheme report noted that 26 hours had been spent in the Parish in September and police had prioritised the area from the One Stop Shop to St James School and youths congregating/lighting fires in Betty Eastwood Park.  Regular visits had been made to the Kingfisher Restaurant to deal with parking problems.  Motorists had been stopped and advised about new safety legislation for children in cars and two off-road police motorcyclists would be working in the parish on 8 October.  Priorities for October would be youths congregating at Durkar Fisheries car park, dangerous use of pedal cycles in the vicinity of the One Stop Shop, speeding on High Street, Crigglestone and HGVs driving down Baptist Hill.  For the latter issue PC Laybourne would arrange a golden river survey.
Resolved:  That the Parish Council thank PC Laybourne for his attendance and both constables for the good policing of the area.

FLOOD PACTS

Andrew Ward-Campbell and Lynne Chandler attended from the Flood Incident Management team at the Environment Agency and gave a presentation on preparing for flooding.  They highlighted the areas of the parish at risk of flooding, and described control of development, future plans, critical ordinary watercourses, flood incident management, flood warden roles and actions plans.  The officers responded to Members’ questions and provided additional copies of a video pack which gave guidance on the preparation of a flood plan. In particular, they undertook to investigate flooding in the Broadacres/Greenacres area and to provide more detailed plans and statistics.

Arising from the minutes of the Grounds Maintenance Committee meeting on 5 September, three quotes for tree work adjoining Betty Eastwood Park had been obtained.  An estimate from WMDC was also tabled for the replacement of the vandalised dog foul bins.  The Clerk further informed members that Wakefield MDC could supply and plant crocus bulbs at a cost of £40 per bag including labour costs.
