POLICE REPORT

PCs Laybourne and McMahon had sent their apologies.  Copies of their reports were tabled. It was noted from the Safe Scheme report that 84 hours had been spent in the Parish in July and August.  The Police and WMDC Neighbourhood Patrol Off-Road Motorcyclists had worked together to combat the anti-social use of off-road motorbikes and following concerns about speeding, some 25 endorsable fixed penalty tickets had been issued.  Drivers contravening weight limits had been reported and patrols had been increased in Betty Eastwood Park over the summer holiday period.  The crime statistics for July and August showing 89 crimes, notably in the Crigglestone area, a significant increase on previous months.  Councillor Platten reported on fires, vandalism and dumping in Betty Eastwood Park.
Priorities for September would be Betty Eastwood Park, speeding on Denby Dale Road and the parking issue on Denby Dale Road East.  Members also enquired about the proposed Golden River surveys on Hollin Lane and Wood Lane.
Resolved:  That the Parish Council thank PCs Laybourne and McMahon for the good policing of the area.

HIGHWAY MAINTENANCE MATTERS

Rob Fyfe attended the meeting to address highway maintenance queries.   He confirmed that drainage issues at Wood Lane would be dealt with in the near future and Wood Lane footway would be resurfaced.  He would look into the position of HGV signage on Bull Lane where HGVs were using Fishponds Drive as an alternative.  He said traffic signals at Junction 39 were not programmed for 2 years at least and, in relation to Hollin Lane, repeater 30 mph signs were not allowed.  It was suggested other traffic calming measures could be sought.   With regard to flooding particularly on Hollingthorpe Lane, The Close and Wood Lane, he would press for further gully clearing but this was normally once a year.  He confirmed that road marking opposite the chapel on Denby Dale Road East would be carried out soon as would the remarking of the Red Kite roundabout.  He agreed that the design of the Durkar Lane/Durkar Low Lane junction was poor and would seek reconsideration.  In relation to overgrowing vegetation at Dennington Lane and the M1 slip road at Cedar Court he would pursue cutting back.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION

7.00 pm Crigglestone Village Institute, Tuesday 4 September 2007
Twelve members of the public were present.
(1) Durkar Residents’ Group.  Representatives of the Group described problems of indiscriminate parking by Harratts’ employees and other non-residents, at both ends of Denby Dale Road East which obstructed access and impeded emergency vehicles and refuse collection.  Heavy goods vehicles were also parking on the road.  The residents had approached Harratts’ managers who were not helpful.  The group were also concerned about road safety at the junction of Denby Dale Road East and Durkar Low Lane and speeding on Denby Dale Road.  It was agreed that the parking issue and speeding would be priorities for the police and District Councillor Harvey would liaise with other district councillors and pursue with district officers.  The residents would write to the MP.
(2) Almshouse Lane.  Mr Jones, who had attended the July meeting, noted that footway resurfacing works had been completed and he thanked Councillor Drysdale and Rob Fyfe.  He would now like to see the Wood Lane footway resurfaced from Almshouse Lane to Tanyard Fold and opposite the pig farm.
(3) Calder Park.  Residents were unhappy with the application for ten office units behind their properties on Denby Dale Road – they felt the windows would overlook their dwellings.  They queried whether permission had already been granted and felt the residents had not been consulted. It was agreed that the Clerk would enquire about the status of the planning application and the Parish Council would seek another meeting with Peels.
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
