POLICE REPORT


PC Laybourne presented the Safe Scheme report noting that 53 hours had been spent in the Parish in November. Issues had included alcohol and drug related offences, speeding and driving licence/insurance offences.  Police had continued to prioritise youths congregating between the One Stop Shop and St James School.  The names of youths previously found in the grounds of St James School had been passed to the Deputy Head at Kettlethorpe High School.  Regular visits had been made to St James and the situation was much improved.  PC McMahon presented the Safe Scheme statistics for November showing 30 crimes.  Priorities for November would be speeding on Durkar Lane and Denby Dale Road East and youths congregating at the One Stop Shop.  The Police would write again to the managers of the shop and ask Trading Standards to make test purchases.  They would enforce parking offences near the shop.  PC Laybourne confirmed that he would ask for the results of the golden river survey on Baptist Hill.

Councillor Daniels raised an incident where police had taken over three hours to attend and PC Laybourne said he would investigate the issue.  Councillor Daniels also drew attention to the fireworks display at a Lord Mayor’s event at Cedar Court Hotel on 25 November.  Numerous complaints had been received regarding the noise and lateness of the event.
Resolved:  (1) That the Parish Council thank PCs Laybourne and McMahon their attendance and the good policing of the area.
(2)  That the Clerk write to the managers of the One Stop Shop requesting their help in averting anti-social behaviour in the vicinity of the shop.
(3) That the Clerk write to the Mayor’s Office indicating the Parish Council’s grave concerns regarding the fireworks display on 25 November.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION

7.00 pm Crigglestone Village Institute, Tuesday 5 December 2006
Seven members of the public were present.  A number of residents spoke with regard to a ginnel between Woodmoor Close and Painthorpe Lane where vandals were causing damage and setting fire to property.  The residents would like to see the ginnel closed off but were unsure if it was a public right of way and/or who owned it.  The Police offered to investigate the vandalism and the Clerk would contact WMDC to see if it was a public right of way.  District Councillor Denson would contact the Land Registry.
The occupier of the chapel adjoining the One Stop shop on Denby Dale Road East spoke about damage to her property by youths who congregated outside the Shop.  They had smashed windows, broken fencing, sprayed graffiti, left litter and damaged her car.  The police undertook to speak to the resident and to continue their prioritisation of the area.
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
