PC Laybourne presented the Safe Scheme report noting that 59 hours had been spent in the Parish in May.  The Police had dealt with issues of disorderly conduct and uninsured/unlicensed drivers.  Parents had been advised regarding parking near St James School and vehicles contravening the weight restriction on Durkar Lane had been dealt with.  Tickets had been issued for indiscriminate parking at the Kingfisher Restaurant and for speeding on Denby Dale Road.  PC McMahon presented crime statistics for May showing 21 crimes, notably in the Crigglestone area.  Members discussed the level of fines for HGV offences and the Police would contact local haulage contractors.  Priorities for June would be speeding on Denby Dale Road, youths congregating on the football field at Hall Green, at the back of the Village Institute and in Betty Eastwood Park near Manor Farm Road.
