A report informed members that the Village Hall Sub-Committee recommended that Mr David Bond, a consultant, be appointed to work with the Sub-Committee to establish a brief for the project.  Mr Bond responded to the Council’s queries regarding the project.

POLICE REPORT


PC McMahon presented the Safe Scheme report noting that 57 hours had been spent in the Parish in January.  The Police had reported motorcyclists at Daw Green with no helmets, licences or insurance and had visited St James School where the situation was much improved.  They had also visited residents at Woodmoor Close regarding continuing vandalism problems.  A number of speeding and seat belt offence tickets had been issued.  PC McMahon also presented statistics for January showing 34 crimes.  The Police noted the lack of advance signage for the HGV limit on Durkar Lane.  Priorities for February would be St James School, the One Stop Shop and gangs of youths causing damage in the area, mainly on Friday nights.  Members also noted a letter received from Inspector Bailes regarding St James’ School and a response from Wakefield MDC regarding traffic calming on Durkar Lane.
Resolved:  (1) That the Parish Council thank PC McMahon for his attendance and both officers for the good policing of the area.
(2)  That Wakefield MDC (Roy Battye) be asked to look into the advance signage for HGVs on Durkar Lane.
(3) That Inspector Bailes of the Neighbourhood Policing Team be invited to the March meeting.

Members noted a response from Councillor Box regarding bus services in the parish together with a leaflet about funding for rural transport projects.

Members received a report from the Chairman and Clerk on a meeting of the Parish and Town Councils Liaison Group which they had attended.

TO RECEIVE REPORT FROM THE GROUNDS MAINTENANCE COMMITTEE


The Grounds Maintenance Committee had met on 5 February and discussed the annual maintenance contract for Betty Eastwood Park, tree thinning work in the Park, the contract for the hanging basket scheme, the annual contract for general grounds maintenance works and Wakefield in Bloom (Neighbourhood Development) funding.

Resolved:  (1)  That in respect of the maintenance of Betty Eastwood Park, the quotation received from T & D Contractors in the sum of £1,365 be accepted.

(2) That Wakefield Tree Services be instructed to carry out one day’s tree thinning work in the Park at a cost of £320.
(3) That T & D Contractors’ tender in respect of hanging baskets and watering be accepted in the sum of £65 per basket and £80 for new baskets and watering.
(4)  That new brackets and plaques be ordered from First Impressions at £18 per bracket and £10 per plaque.

(5)  That First Impressions be asked to provide additional plaques, to raise and resite brackets to be advised and to replace, at no cost to the Parish Council, two incorrectly spelt plaques.

(6)  That the above three resolutions be subject to the granting of a licence by Wakefield MDC.

(7) That an application be submitted to the Neighbourhood Development Fund for funding towards the hanging baskets scheme.
(8) That sponsorship levels be set at £55 for existing sponsors and £108 for new sponsors.
(9)  That subject to clarification of their price, the contract for general grounds maintenance works in the parish be placed with T & D contractors.

During discussion of the sponsorship of the hanging basket scheme, Councillors Craven, Crompton, Norris and Peebles declared personal and prejudicial interests and withdrew from the room.  The meeting then being inquorate, this matter remains to be ratified at the Council’s next meeting.
