POLICE REPORT


PC Laybourne presented the Safe Scheme report noting that 64 hours had been spent in the Parish in February.  The Police had dealt with off road motor cycle offences and drink, drug and driving offences.  Fixed penalty tickets had been issued for parking offences at Newmillerdam and warnings given for parking at Kingfisher Restaurant.  The situation at St James School was still satisfactory.  PC McMahon presented crime statistics for February showing 35 crimes.  Members discussed the problems caused by the watercourse in the Park being blocked by vandals with consequent flooding onto Haveroid Lane.  At the previous meeting the Police had noted the lack of advance signage for the HGV limit on Durkar Lane and Councillor Wainwright reported that WMDC traffic officers had proposed a number of measures to control traffic in the area.  Priorities for February would be the One Stop Shop, speeding on Durkar Low Lane and Denby Dale Road East, parking problems at the Kingfisher Restaurant and gangs of youths causing disturbances mainly on Friday nights.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION

7.00 pm Crigglestone Village Institute, Tuesday 6 March 2007
Three members of the public were present.  One resident raised concerns about youths throwing stones and using air rifles from the Calder Grove viaduct onto his property.  He suggested the height of the barrier on the viaduct should be raised.  The Police undertook to monitor the situation and emphasised the need to report each incident.  The clerk would draw the matter to the attention of the British Rail Property Board.  Councillor Daniels informed the meeting that the proposals to open up the viaduct as a cycle route were currently suspended.
