Priorities for July would be the Nursery School and youths congregating in the vicinity of St James School, the One Stop Shop and The Close.  The Police would also look into vehicles racing on Denby Dale Road, Calder Grove and cars speeding on Barnsley Road, south of Newmillerdam.

ARRIVA REPRESENTATIVES

Mary Lowery and Simon Anguige attended the meeting on behalf of Arriva.  Members explained their concerns regarding the recent changes to the bus services in Durkar and Crigglestone, the timekeeping of bus services and buses taking the wrong route.  It was felt unfortunate that services had been withdrawn in advance of the introduction of free bus passes which might have increased demand.  Ms Lowery said that Arriva operated on a commercial basis and bus services were only removed where there was no business case for the route.  Services were only withdrawn in consultation with Metro who could ‘plug the gap’ if there was a social need.  She also explained that ticket box statistics rather than surveys were used to establish demand.  Members asked if buses would be routed through Calder Park and Ms Lowery confirmed that discussions had been held with Peels.  Ms Lowery undertook to convey the Parish Council’s concerns to Arriva and to follow up problems identified.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION SESSION

7.00 pm Crigglestone Village Institute, Tuesday 6 June 2006
Five members of the public were present and they felt that the bus stop near the Nursery School should not be moved.  Members confirmed that although they had requested the relocation of the stop in the interests of road safety, this request had been turned down.  It was however proposed to provide a bus clearway at both stops preventing vehicles, except buses, parking directly outside and opposite the school.  PC Laybourne and Councillor Craven would speak to the Headteacher to encourage her to write to parents about parking in the vicinity of the school.  The police would then enforce parking restrictions.
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
