POLICE REPORT


It was noted that the District Councillors were attending the police meeting at Kettlethorpe.

District Councillor Harvey arrived

PC Laybourne presented the Safe Scheme report noting that 63 hours had been spent in the Parish in March.  The Police had dealt with under age alcohol offences, antisocial behaviour in Betty Eastwood Park and drug, driving and parking offences.  The situation at St James School had been monitored and was still satisfactory.  PC McMahon presented crime statistics for March showing 52 crimes, notably in the Daw Green area.  Members discussed the continuing speeding problems on Denby Dale Road and Durkar Low Lane and noted information received from Wakefield MDC regarding a review of traffic calming measures on Durkar Lane.  Priorities for April would be the One Stop Shop, speeding on Durkar Low Lane and Denby Dale Road, parking problems at the Kingfisher Restaurant and crime in the Daw Green area.
Resolved:  (1) That the Parish Council thank both officers for their attendance and for the good policing of the area.
(2) That the update received re Durkar Lane traffic issues be noted.
(3) That the SAFE Scheme payment of £2,500 for April, May and June 2007 be approved.

TO DISCUSS HIGHWAY MATTERS


The Chairman welcomed Rob Fyfe, Highway Maintenance Engineer WMDC, to the meeting to discuss ongoing items.  Mr Fyfe said he hoped to deal with overhanging vegetation reported at various locations in the near future and noted that gullies could only be cleared annually and where there was a risk of flooding the highway.  He was looking into tidying up roadside verges as previously identified and would inform members of the type of bollards which could be used.  He spoke at length on the problems caused by vandals blocking the watercourse in Betty Eastwood Park and subsequent flooding on Haveroid Lane.  He felt regular inspection and clearing of the watercourse should be included in the park maintenance contract.  He was also meeting the owner of the land opposite.  He confirmed he would consider the drainage and resurfacing of Wood Lane together with further dropped crossings.  Lopping would be carried out to improve visibility on the slip roads at the M1 roundabout.  He would look into the state of the recent slurry sealing of footways on Durkar Lane and would investigate the manhole problem at Manor Farm Road.  Highway maintenance priorities suggested by the Parish Council included Wood Lane, The Close, Durkar, Broad Acres and footpath no 9.
