POLICE REPORT


PC Laybourne presented the Safe Scheme report noting that 29 hours had been spent in the Parish in December.  A constructive meeting had been held with the area manager for the One Stop Shop, together the shop manager, regarding the ongoing problems with youths congregating/deliveries/underage sales.  Subsequent improvements in the situation had been noted and it was proposed to use smaller delivery vehicles.  It was noted that Trading Standards had undertaken test purchases but no offences were committed.  Other issues covered in the parish had included parking at the Kingfisher Restaurant and speeding/seat belt/mobile phone offences.  The Chairman drew attention to new Dispersal Orders to fight anti-social behaviour but the Police said they could only be used in exceptional circumstances.  PC McMahon presented the Safe Scheme statistics for December showing 26 crimes.  An email had been received from District Councillor Denson regarding an incident in the Daw Green area and PC Laybourne would follow it up.  The Police presented the results of a speed survey they had requested for Durkar Lane and this showed numerous drivers exceeding the 30 mph limit.  Priorities for January would be continuing monitoring at the One Stop Shop, street signs on Durkar Low Lane, parking at the Kingfisher Restaurant, anti-social behaviour in Painthorpe, a radar check on Durkar Lane and children riding bikes over the Institute frontage.
Resolved:  (1) That the Parish Council thank PCs Laybourne and McMahon their attendance and the good policing of the area.
(2)  That the SAFE Scheme payment of £2,500 for January, February and March 2007 be approved.
(3)  That Wakefield MDC (Roy Battye) be asked to comment on the results of the speed survey on Durkar Lane.

TO DISCUSS TRAVEL PLAN FOR ST JAMES SCHOOL

The Chairman welcomed Lee Wilson, Deputy Head of St James J & I School, who thanked the Parish Council for their work with the police in combating anti-social behaviour.  He explained that all schools had to produce a travel plan by 2010 and that grants were available to produce the plan.  Fewer children now walked or cycled to school because of road safety fears.  The School had consulted widely and worked closely with WMDC.  They had conducted a travel survey which showed that 66% of journeys to school were by car, but parents and children were keen to walk or cycle if it was safe to do so.  Possible solutions to the problem included ‘parent waiting pens’, a ‘park and stride’ scheme and a new public footpath from Durkar Lane to Legard Drive.

Resolved:  That the Parish Council fully support the School in their preparation of a travel plan.
