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Sharing some memories

Did you know that on the 4th July 1896 the Reverend R Douglas of Chapelthorpe had become so deranged he had to be removed to a private asylum at York. 

30th January 1897 the steady frost of the past days had greatly raised the spirits of skaters and many people of both sexes had indulged in their favourite exercise on the splendid sheet of ice which is Newmillerdam. 

22nd October 1892 Flooding in Crigglestone.  Never since the disastrous floods of 1866 have the districts of Calder Grove and Dirtcar presented such an appearance.  The Calder rose rapidly on the Thursday and by four o’clock on Friday morning overflowed its banks, flooding the fields and roads for miles around and presenting the appearance of a large lake.
