The Parish Council would like to pay their own tribute to Councillor John Shillitoe who passed away on 27th  July 2005.
John had served as a Parish Councillor for 25 years and contributed to much of the good work carried out by the Parish Council in our area. 
John was a lively debater and never shied away from carrying out promises he had made.

He represented the Parish Council on many outside committees and had been actively involved in Mackie Hill J&I School for many years, the school he once attended.
John was one of those responsible for negotiating with WMDC for the lease on Betty Eastwood Park and for the refurbishment of the Village Institute when the Health Authority moved out and bought new premises back in the 70’s.
John attended the Parish Council meeting in July 2005 and in his own jolly way was looking forward to, and in his words ‘having his new bits installed’ and said he would see us all later in the year.  Sadly that was not to be.

Parish Councillors attended John’s funeral along with his family and the many friends John had made over the years.  It was a celebration of his life which had so tragically been cut short. Donations given at the funeral will fund a memorial garden to John at Mackie Hill School.
